$392 million Industry Growth Program Grants: Grants for the Industry Growth Program (IGP) are now 
open for Australian startups and innovative SMEs who want to scale up their business. 
 
There are two matched funding grant opportunities for startups and SMEs that fall under the NRF priority 
areas: 
 
• Early-Stage Commercialisation grants from $50,000 to $250,000 to help establish the 

commercial viability of an innovative product, process, or service. 
• Commercialisation and Growth grants from $100,000 to $5 million to help push ideas from 

prototyping through to market readiness stages. Grants will help develop strategies for entry to 
market and scaling up into national and international markets. 

  
Grant funding through these programs is matched with the IGP’s specialised advice and mentoring 
program.
